How Pay-by-Space Works
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Consumer notes his or her space number on the sign
· Consumer goes to pay station
· Consumer enters space number and purchases time 
· The pay stations accept VISA, MasterCard, Diner’s Club, $2 coins, $1 coins, quarters, dimes and nickels.  
· Exact change is required change can be made at the toll booth and the consumer may use a pay station on the first floor of the terminal
· Consumer keeps receipt
 
Benefits 
· The consumer does not have to walk back to their vehicle to display a permit on their dashboard. 
· Pay-by-Space is ideally suited for large lots where a smaller number of pay stations can be located at strategic locations.

Fees
· Parking is $1.00 per 24 hour period.  As an example, if you park at 8am on January 15 and pay $3, your vehicle’s parking space will expire on January 18 at 8am.  
· Registered owners of a vehicle in an unpaid parking space is subject to a $20 citation
